The Subsidy Plan for Exchange Students for Science College of Tamkang University
Approved by the first College Affairs Meeting on Oct. 2nd, 2014.

Approved by the Principal on Oct. 31st, 2014. 

Announced as the Form No. 1030000022 on Nov. 3rd, 2014. 
1. In order to encourage the students of Science College to go to foreign academic cooperative schools for studies, enhance intercultural learning and exchange, broaden their horizons, and foster their global views, the College set up the subsidy plan especially. 
2. The applicants for the subsidy plan should be the formal local students with nationality of R.O.C. Delay-graduated students are not included. The applicants need to go to foreign cooperative schools with academic cooperation agreement between schools, colleges or departments. 

3. The qualified students will be evaluated by departments and the final list will be decided by the Meeting of Chairmen of Science College. The applicants will receive the notice individually. 
4. After the exchange plan finishes, the applicants should hand in the following documents to the department offices in one month.

 (1) The achievement report, which will be kept in the department. The report should be at least 1000 words and contain at least ten photos as proof. 

(2) The e-file and two discs of the achievement report. 

(3) The documents to apply for the subsidy (such as the receipts, boarding pass, or the insurance documents; see the rules of Accounting Office).

5.  The maximum of the subsidy is 20000 NT dollars for each applicant. Basically, the subsidy covers the airplane tickets, living expenses and the insurance cost with complete reimbursement. The applicants can not apply for any other related subsidies in school. 

6. The subsidy is estimated with the upper limit from the annual budget of Tamkang University.  Science College has the right to adjust the amount paid. 

7. Any other related affairs need to be processed according the rules of Tamkang University. 

8. The Subsidy Plan has been approved by the College Affairs Meeting and the Principal, and it will come into effect from the day of announcement. Any modification of the plan should follow the procedures as well.
