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1. In order to foster the development of Tamkang University, Science College  has established "The Subsidy Plan for Short-term Thematic Overseas Studies" to encourage students to participate. 
2. The definition of "Short-term Thematic Overseas Studies" is "any professional thematic studies lasting shorter than a month, approved and acknowledged by the College, and processed in overseas universities with academic and cooperative exchanges with Tamkang University." Any exceptional cases without following the definition should be approved by the College separately. 
3. The qualified applicants should be the formal students of Science College of Tamkang University. Delay-graduated students, postgraduate students from in-service programs, and extended-studies students are not included. 
4. The qualified applicants need to hand in the following papers to the department offices:
(1) The application form.
(2) The proposal for the short-term overseas studies.
(3) The copy of the passport (including the cover and the information page).
(4) The copy of student ID card (including the front and the backside).
(5) The schedules or any related documents.
5. After the overseas studies finish, the applicants should hand in the following documents in a month:

(1) The achievement report, which will be kept in the department. The report should be at least 2000 words and contain at least ten photos as proof. 

(2) The e-file and two discs of the achievement report. 

(3) The documents to apply for the subsidy (such as the receipts, boarding pass, or the insurance documents).
6.  The maximum of the subsidy is 20000 NT dollars for each applicant. Basically, the subsidy covers the airplane tickets, living expenses and the insurance cost with complete reimbursement. The applicants can not apply for any other related subsidies in school. 

7. The subsidy is estimated with the upper limit from the annual budget of Tamkang University.  Science College has the right to adjust the amount paid. 
8. Any other related affairs need to be processed according the rules of Tamkang University. 
9. The Subsidy Plan has been approved by the College Affairs Meeting and the Principal, and it will come into effect from the day of announcement. Any modification of the plan should follow the procedures as well.
